 A nearly flawless drive by co-drivers Scott Maxwell and Billy Johnson Jr. in their Multimatic Mo-
torsports Ford Shelby GT350R-C led them to a very important IMSA Continental Tire Sports Car Challenge vic-
tory September 16th at the Circuit of the Americas. 
 It was the fifth victory of the season for the GT350R-C duo and put them on the cusp of winning the 
series title.  They are 31 points ahead of the second place CJ Wilson Racing Porsche effort, with a maximum 
35 points available at any race. There is one race to go in the series at Road Atlanta October 1st. 
 Maxwell put the Shelby GT350R-C on the pole Thursday, and took the lead off the start, setting a 
strong pace early before turning it over to Johnson. The team only lost the lead during pit stops, but with 39 
minutes left they were in a strong battle with the CJ Wilson Racing car. However, with 19 minutes left, the 
Porsche suffered a suspension issue, leaving Johnson with a more than 40-second lead, and he cruised to the 
win. The second GT350R-C from the C360R team finished a strong third, after running in the top four all day.
